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 Residents enjoy the current amenities, events, 
and public services of Maize, and the recent 
efforts and plans for public and business 
developments are recognized as beneficial.

 Residents are worried about the increased 
pressures from growth, such as traffic, roadway 
safety, development types, and a lack of long-
term planning.

 Public realm and economic development, 
identity distinction, and overall support for 
families and current residents with long-term 
planning efforts are the broad desires of the 
community.
