e. Thecurrent transient guest tax levy of six percent (6%) shall continue to be collected untilthe
first day of the next calendar quarter following the 30" day after the receipt by the Department of
Revenue of this ordinance authorizing the levy of eight percent (8%) transient guest tax.

SECTION 2. Repeal. Ordinance No. 825 is repealed.

SECTION 3. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect and be in full force from and after its
passage and publication in the official city newspaper which was designated to be the City’s official
newspaper by Charter Ordinance 34-25.
